In accordance to the guidance in FAA Advisory Circulars 90-93 and 150/520-16, and FAA orders 171, 6000.15, and 7210.13 (applicable only to federally-owned navigational systems), and as specified in manufacturer’s FAA approved manuals, Sponsor hereby notifies Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) that Sponsor has installed a non-federally-owned AWOS.  The AWOS has been installed, calibrated, has been and will be maintained in accordance to approved procedures; for inclusion in Instrument Approach Procedures (IAP); and for unrestricted public-use and distribution of the Airport weather information.  Sponsor further agrees to maintain the AWOS in accordance to FAA approved procedures in a safe and serviceable manner (as per grant assurances already on file with FAA if AWOS was funded by FAA AIP).
1. DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT  AWOS Model SU-2000, manufactured by Potomac Aviation Technology Corp (PATC)
2.  SPONSOR ATTESTS AND AGREES TO THE FOLLOWING:
WHEREAS, Sponsor agrees to operate and maintain the AWOS at their Airport;

a. AIRPORT LAYOUT PLAN – If the AWOS equipment was purchased under the FAA AIP program, then in accordance to AIP grant requirements, Sponsor confirms that the Airport Layout Plan (ALP) was updated and approved by FAA Airports as required under the AIP grant approval process.  Furthermore, Sponsor confirms the AWOS does not conflict with current or future airport plans. Sponsor takes sole responsibility for re-location of the AWOS should it conflict with future changes.  If no federal funds were involved, an ALP may not exist, nor is one required.
b. 7460 NOTICE OF PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION – Sponsor confirms the AWOS has been installed clear of applicable Obstruction Free Zones, verifiable through FAA’s online tool; or through the 7460 review process, if applicable.  FAA’s online tool may be found at:

Frequency coordination through 7460 review is not required; the SU-2000 AWOS shares the Airport’s existing Common-Traffic Advisory Frequency (CTAF), as per FCC 87.219.

c. APPROVED PROCEDURES - In accordance to the guidance in FAA Advisory Circulars 90-93 and 150/5220-16, and FAA orders 171, 6000.15, and 7210.13 (applicable only to federally-owned navigational systems), and as specified in manufacturer’s FAA approved manuals, Sponsor shall operate and maintain the AWOS in a safe and serviceable manner, as required by the AIP grant approval process.
d. MAINTENANCE TECHNICIAN(S) - Sponsor here authorizes PATC to designate and train Manufacturer Qualified Technicians to support Sponsor’s AWOS.  This does not obligate Sponsor in any way to any costs for training or support from PATC.  Manufacturer’s ‘Qualified Technicians’ shall be responsible to perform initial and ongoing inspection, verification, and oversight of the Sponsor’s AWOS equipment, as PATC manufactures; under PATC supervision; and for ongoing product support and spares.
e. SPONSOR’S WILL SUPPORT ADDITIONAL TECHNICIANS - Sponsor authorizes PATC to train and qualify additional Manufacturer Qualified Technicians to support the Sponsor’s equipment.  Sponsor and Sponsor’s additional designated Technicians agree to support the equipment if and as necessary, from time to time, performing simple tasks in a timely manner under PATC supervision.

f. RECORDKEEPING & FACILITY LOGS – Sponsor, Technician(s), and PATC agree to maintain AWOS logs and records for a period of no less than 2 years, available for FAA inspection.

g. NOTICE - If the AWOS is no longer being maintained in accordance to FAA Approved OMM, or as otherwise approved by FAA, FAA shall be notified within 10 working days.

h. UNRESTRICTED LICENSE - Sponsor authorizes unrestricted public distribution and dissemination of all Airport weather information, over all available private and public networks.
i. NON-COMPLIANCE - Sponsor agrees that noncompliance with the above requirements may result in Equipment becoming decommissioned, declared un-monitored, or out of service.

3. INDEMNIFICATION.  With regard to any liability which may arise from the services provided under this Notice, Sponsor expressly agrees that it shall be solely and exclusively liable for the negligence of its own agents, and/or employees, in accordance with applicable law, and that Sponsor does not look to FAA to save or hold it harmless for the consequences of any negligence on the part of its own agents, servants and/or employees.
4.  TERMINATION.  This notice may be terminated by either party upon giving at least 90 days prior written notice.

5.  CORRESPONDENCE.  

a. Correspondence to the Sponsor will be to Sponsor Address on cover.
    b.   Correspondence to the FAA will be to FAA Address on cover, or as otherwise specified by FAA.
6. AMENDMENT.  Any amendment, modification, or change to this Notice shall be valid and effective only in writing and executed by a representative of the Sponsor.

7.  EFFECTIVE DATE.  This Notice supersedes any previous notices or agreements between the parties on the subject matter set forth and is effective upon the date of execution of this Agreement.
